
The trustees of the Home of Compassion, a local charita-
ble Church Foundation, ran a local nursing home by the 
river in Thames Ditton in Surrey from 1981 until the 
building was sold to a private nursing home operator in 
September 2008.  

The proceeds of sale have been used by the Trustees to set 
up a new local grant giving charity, Walsingham Care, to 
benefit the local community. 
Since the Charity was launched in 2008 grants of more than £105,000 have 
been awarded to local beneficiaries in Elmbridge and East Surrey. 

One –off grants have  given for equipment to enable elderly people to  remain in 
their own homes, such as special beds or chairs, assistance with purchase of stair 
lifts and short breaks for carers. Top-ups towards the cost of home  or residential 
care or regular help with transport are being paid to those who qualify.  

New Charity Name 
 The Home of Compassion was a Georgian style building which hid a much older 
house built in 1792 by Charlotte Boyle Walsingham hence the new name of the 
Charity. The old house was used and adapted for over 100 years in Cottage Hospi-
tal style with up to 50 beds for the frail elderly but the trustees, despite a long 
struggle, were unable to raise the capital to modernize the Home to the latest Care 
standards. With the agreement of the Charity Commission, the trustees sold the 
Home to a private care company and used the proceeds to set up a local charita-
ble fund to give grants under the name Walsingham Care with new objectives.

Persons or relatives of persons who need financial help and live 
within a 5 mile radius of any point within Emly Deanery, Diocese 
of Guildford  [the  parishes of  Claygate, East Molesey, Esher, Her-
sham, Hinchley Wood, Oatlands, Long Ditton, Thames Ditton, 
Walton on Thames, West Molesey, Weston Green, and Weybridge]. 

Or such persons  who live within 5 miles of the Home of Compas-
sion roundabout in Thames Ditton.  

Or if there is any family connection with the former Home of Com-
passion Charity nursing home during the years 1905-2008. 

Most of the Charity’s beneficiaries have limited means and we have 
devised a very fair system of calculating who is eligible for our assis-
tance.You can get an application form at our Charity Shop at Hamp-
ton Court [see below] or apply  for a grant on your computer...  

To apply go to our website www.walsinghamcare.org.uk 
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We sometimes accept applicants above the 
limits (which are reviewed annually) 
where a special need is identified and a 
strong case for support is made.  Our crite-
ria are reviewed from time to time to en-
sure that they are meeting the needs of 
applicants and the resources of the Char-
ity. The trustees keep the guidelines for 
the giving of grants under regular review 



Since the sale of the 
Home of Compassion a 
great deal of work has 
been undertaken by the 
trustees to ensure that the  
£4.5 million capital fund 
from the sale has been 
safely invested to provide 
a secure income for fu-
ture grants. 

On present trends we 
expect to be able to build 
on our existing experi-
ence, through a gradual 
phased approach, to give 

grants of  around 
£100,000 per year to 
eligible cases within the 
local community.
